CPSMA Advice on Election Procedures for Parent Nominees (Oct 2023) 
The procedures to be used to elect parent nominees for the 2023-2027 board of management term are outlined in Appendix B of the Governance Manual for Primary Schools 2023-2027.

The Patron’s representative is the person designated by the Patron to conduct the election process.  This can be any person nominated by the Patron for this purpose.
The Patron’s representative, having consulted with the outgoing parents on the present board of management and with the parents’ association, can decide to use either Option 1 or Option 2 of Appendix B.
Option 1 provides for a meeting, at which the nomination and/or election of parent nominees can take place. The elections can either take place at that meeting, by  secret ballot or following that meeting, by postal vote. For those choosing Option 1, explanatory notes, pro forma letters, consent forms and ballot papers have a blue heading and are attached in a document entitled Option 1.
Option 2 provides for nomination/election of parent nominees by letter. For those choosing Option 2, explanatory notes, pro forma letters, consent forms and ballot papers have a purple heading and are attached in a document entitled Option 2 .
Both options include a sample form for the Patron’s representative to use when returning  the election and appointment details to the Patron. 
 The 2023-2027 Governance Manual requires communication with every household, as opposed to every parent. This means that, although one letter will suffice for each  household, when Consent Forms or ballot papers are included with that letter, there should be separate forms or papers for each parent living there. Parents at separate addresses are regarded as separate households and will receive separate letters .
